Perform Chest Compressions if, Despite Oxygenation & Ventilation, Heart Rate:





*  < 80/min in an Infant


*  < 60/min in a Child





1.  ABC’s


2.  Oxygen


3.  Assist Ventilations if Respirations Inadwquate


4.  Intubate if Patient Unable to maintain Airway


5.  LR/NS, IV or IO Access


6.  Assess Vital Signs & Perfusion

Epinephrine:


IV/IO: 0.01mg/kg (1:10,000) or


ET: 0.1mg/kg (1:1,000)


Repeat every 3-5 min. at Same Dose





Pulse > 60, or Sign/Symptoms Resolve?

Atropine, 0.02mg/kg, IV


Minimum Dose 0.1mg


Maximum Single Dose:


* 0.5mg for Child


*1.0mg for Adolescent


May Repeat Once in 3-5 Minutes
